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Subject: Econergy Connects 52 MW Resko Solar Project in Poland
Econergy Renewable Energy (“The Company”)  has successfully connected the 52MW Resko Solar PV Project in Poland to the national electricity grid on 13 November 2025.
The project, owned 51% by Econergy International (UK) and 49% by the Phoenix Group, marks Econergy’s first operational project in Poland. Total investment stands at €44.6M through Econergy’s equity.
Resko will operate under a 19-year Virtual Power Purchase Agreement (vPPA) with Apple’s subsidiary, covering approximately 75% of its generation at a fixed price. The project is expected to generate an average €4.5 million in annual revenues and €3.7 million in annual EBITDA over its first five full years of operation.
The connection also follows the granting of a Distribution System Operator (DSO) licence by the Polish Energy Regulatory Office (URE), a milestone that enhances Econergy’s ability to develop, own, and operate renewable infrastructure in Poland.
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
